Play Rangers
 
Play Rangers is an ABA social skills group run in Reading.  We aim to offer a service to children where they are able to learn and practice social skills in a small group environment simulating a preschool / early years setting.  The children are matched in terms of skills through an informal assessment process by one of the therapists running the group.  Typical peers will also attend at times to help further generalise the children’s skills to ‘expert’ socialisers.
 
What the groups offer: 
 
         A secure and structured environment in which your child can learn and practice social skills with developmentally matched peers.  
         The teaching of new social play skills and social language.
         Opportunities for learning and practicing school skills.
         An individualised curriculum for social skills teaching – all children will be assessed as to their personal needs in the initial session.  
         Experienced and trained ABA staff on a 1:2 ratio – this will help the children have the prompting they require whilst reducing their dependence on 1:1 teaching.
         Each child will be provided with appropriate teaching strategies based upon their individual skills and requirements.
         Each child will have a learning book that will detail their targets and progress.  This will allow families and home tutors to follow through on these skills, to enable your child to transfer these from the group to home and school.
         Liaison between the child’s home programme and incorporation of targets from home where appropriate.
 
 Play Rangers - Earley 
         The current group runs on a Friday afternoon from 2pm to 4pm (although this may extend from 1.30-4.30 soon).
         It is for children age 4 to 6 who are verbal and whose current ABA programmes are focused on social skills development.
         The cost of the group is currently £35 per child per week
         Venue: Radcliff Community Centre, Earley
